All members need to be 
informed; all members need to recruit. 
 
Illinois pitchers who attended the spring meeting held in Springfield on April 2 heard lively            
discussions on many topics.  This get together each year is dedicated to the business of your      
Illinois Association. I will hit a few high points, but please take the time to read the minutes of that 
meeting found in this issue of the Court Reporter.  
 
Regional Director Dave Shreve emphasized that Sanction requests will be closely monitored and 
given only to Tournaments that are advertised well in advance of the Tournament date.  Any future 
bidders for the State Tournament must have their courts ready when the bid is made.  Monetary 
awards for Juniors pitching in the State Tournament have been expanded to include first place   
winners in classes other than “A”.  Changes have been made to when Tournaments must be 
pitched to qualify for the State Tournament and the entry date has been changed as explained in 
the minutes of the meeting 
  
Congratulations to George Huntington who was elected 2

nd
 Vice President, and to John Press who 

will serve as Publicity Director for the next year.  Along with the officers currently serving, our      
association has the potential to attract new members and grow our sport.   
 
Ask someone to join you at the next tournament; buy their card for them; bring that pesky little 
neighbor kid and teach them how to pitch.  If you don’t, who will? 
 
If you haven’t already, get your tournaments in and enter the 2011 World Tournament to be held in 
Monroe Louisiana.  Deanna and I visited there in January, and will be going the week prior to help 
in the set up of the courts.  Last year, NPHA 4

th
 Vice President Jerry LaBrosse and myself had a 

bet on whose state would win the most trophies.  I am proud to say, he will be buying me a steak in 
Monroe.  It would be nice to win this bet two years in a row. 
 
Lastly, this year the Illinois State Tournament will be held in Oakland.  Those who have pitched in 
Oakland know their courts are the shadiest to be found not only in Illinois but perhaps anywhere.  
Plan on attending this tournament, from the doubles on Friday to the last shoe pitched in the       
singles.

Guidelines for Nomination and Election to the  
Illinois Horseshoe Pitchers Hall of Fame 

 
¶ Must been an ILSHPA member for at least 10 years. 
 
¶ Must have courteous, positive minded, example of good sportsmanship, dedicated time  
      involvement in the promotion of horseshoe pitching. 
 
¶ Nominations are for 1 year only. If not elected, the person will have to be re-nominated.  
     Re-nominations can be done simply by calling or a letter to the Chairman of the Hall of Fame  
     Committee to consider the nominee again. 
 

¶ Up to 2 inductees each year. 
 

¶ Excelled as a pitcher in the state competition or noted longevity in years of pitching. 
 

¶ Nomination information should be detailed as possible (Example – years of service; what  
     office(s) held during which years; ringer percentage in local, state, national tournaments; other  
     Data. 
 

¶ The above guidelines should be followed as much as possible but should not be limit election to  
      the Hall of Fame if the committee finds some unusual circumstance to warrant such action. 
 

¶ Nominations must be in by July 15
th

State 
tournament expense for the juniors was $369.34 leaving an account balance as of March 30, 2011 
$15,388.17. He has had no other request at this time for scholarship money. 
 
Secretary/Treasurer Tina Press wanted to let all Tournament Directors to remember to get tournament 
ads in early. The Association purchased a new computer and printer. Make sure that you include an 
application when applying for membership even if you are giving it to a Tournament Director. Just to let 
everyone know that we saved $500.00 on printing and mailing for the Court Reporter since going        
on-line.
