2009 World Tournament News - Springfield lllinois in 2009

Deanna and | want to update everyone on the plans so far for the World Tournament. We are in
weekly contact with the Springfield Convention and Visitors Bureau and the Capitol Area Sports
Commission; we have met with the vendor who will provide the shirts, hats, and other souvenirs, the
hotels have been getting reservations, plans have been made for the Junior activities, the
Convention Center has let us know what supplies they will provide for us, the local Sheriff has
agreed to let some of the "clients" assist us in setting up the courts, 1/2 the clay is in Springfield and
arrangements have been made to pick up the restin July. The NHPA trailer has been at Pruit
Company since last August and will be moved to the center on July21. Things are happening and
the whole town is excited.

There will be a meeting of volunteers on April 25 at 1:00 P.M. The Riverside Tavern, located a few
miles from Springfield, has agreed to let us use their meeting room (at no charge) to go over the
details of the jobs that have to be done for set up, things that will need to be done during the
tournament, and tear down. To get to the Riverside Tavern (formerly known as the Sandbar), take
exit 104 off Interstate 72; at the top of the ramp turn South, and take the blacktop road to the tavern.
They have a full menu as well as adult beverages.

As you can imagine, we will need help for all of these tasks. The Center will provide coolers for
drinking water and the cups, brooms for clean up and other maintenance items. As mentioned
before, we will need the clubs to help out with water jugs and shovels. Several clubs have already
stepped forward and offered to provide them. Clubs will be notified in advance how the items they
bring will be identified.
