 The 2009 World Tournament is now history.  And what a tournament it was!!  The final game 
between Alan Frances and Brian Simmons will go down as one of the greatest in World Tournament 
history.  That is what will be remembered ï what may fade are the memories of the tremendous job 
done by the horseshoe pitchers in the State of Illinois.  From set up to tear down and every step 
along the way, we had the best team of volunteers ever assembled to put on a World Tournament. 
 On Wednesday before the Tournament began, over 70 people came to the Prairie Capital 
Convention Center and did what had never been done before.  The floor plan for the courts was laid 
out, ALL the clay was mixed, and every pit box was filled and put into place.  By Thursday afternoon 
the fence was up, score boards put in place, shovels and water cans all around, everything was 
ready.  The entry packets were filled with programs, patches and other items. The preparations were 
so far along that we had a sanctioned tournament on Saturday!  The word got around and 91 (yes 
91) pitchers were able to pitch on the already perfect clay.  First time ever that happened at a World 
Tournament site. 
 So it went for two weeks.  All of the NHPA officers stated that Illinois has raised the bar to a 
place where it is unlikely to ever be challenged.  Pitchers from everywhere told us time and time 
again they had never been to a finer World Tournament.  Everyone wants that Chenoa clay for their 
own pits.   
 On Thursday night of the second week when the pitching was over for the day, tear down  
began.  Volunteers seemed to appear from nowhere to help.  We were able to tear down 20 courts 
to get a jump on loading the truck for Cedar Rapids.  Friday night the same thing.  When the pitching 
was over on Saturday, the PCCC came alive with activity.  All the equipment was cleaned and 
loaded on the truck that night, one full day ahead of time.  By now, it is resting in Iowa, ready for the 
2010 World. 
 There is no possible way for us to express our appreciation to all of those who were a part of 
the 2009 World Tournament, except to simply say Thank You.  The clay mixers and pit spotters, the 
fence builders, the score keepers and judges, 50/50 ticket sellers, those who manned the booth, 
every thing that had to be done was done; done so well it is overwhelming when thinking about the 
mammoth effort that was put forth.
