Griggs Shades Farnsworth to Win lllinois State Championship Flight

Ellis Griggs of Plainville, IL won his seventh lllinois State title by nosing out Gary Farnsworth of Nor-

mal, IL, in the final game of the tournament, 50-48. Both players finished high in the 1966 World
Tournament.

The tournament is one of the features of the lllinois State Fair and the stands were filled throughout

the tournament. Trophies and cash premiums were awarded to the 24 finalists. There was a conso-

lation tournament for all other players that did not qualify for the semi-finals.

2009 World Tournament News - Springfield lllinois in 2009

The countdown has begun - in just a little over 7 months, the 2009 World Horseshoe

Tournament will be in Springfield. Dick Hansen, NHPA Secretary-Treasurer, his wife Paulette and
Stu Sipma, NHPA 5th Vice President came to Springfield in October to look over the

Prairie Capital Convention Center. They toured the PCCC, the Springfield Hilton Hotel and the
Abraham Lincoln Hotel. Their visit included a meeting with members of the Capital Area Sports
Commission, Mayor Time Davlin and members of the ILSHPA. Everyone agreed that Springfield is
a great site and that this could be one of the biggest World Tournaments ever.

Don't forget: clubs, leagues, families or individuals can sponsor a court at the World

Tournament. Sponsors names will be posted on one of the courts, recognizing them as

contributors that helped bring the World Tournament to lllinois. The cost is $100 and should be sent
to Dave Shreve, 2127 Lynn Street, Cahokia, IL 62206. There are only 12 courts left needing spon-
sors, so reserve yours today. Those sponsoring the court will be able to pick up that clay after the
Tournament is over.

As most of you know, Eldon Bryant has been "The Clay Man" for many years, supplying pitchers all
over the country with what some claim is the finest pitching clay found

anywhere. We will be using Chenoa clay for the 2009 World Tournament. (It was used in Eau
Claire when they hosted the World Tournament.) There are 25 barrels at a secret location in
Springfield, known only to Mayor Tim Davlin and one other person at the Springfield

Convention and Visitors Bureau. 25 more barrels are ready for us and will be picked up in July of
next year. The NHPA trailer has been parked at E. L. Pruitt Company since last July, and our
thanks goes out to them for providing this space at no cost.
