LEOôS  SOAPBOX   
Submitted by Leo Bratland 

The NHPA has issued what they call written and unwritten rules of etiquette for pitchers,           
scorekeepers, judges, and spectators. I’ve talked about spectator etiquette in a previous soapbox 
and now I’m focusing on a few pitcher issues that I see happening frequently. 
FOOT FOULING!!  I see this in all classes, 5% pitchers to 70% pitchers, men and women. Some just 
barely foul while others go over the line by as much as 7-8 inches. Monitor yourself occasionally.  
After releasing your shoe, look down and see where your foot is at. 
 
STANDING ACROSS FROM THE PITCHER!!  The rule says to stand 2 feet behind the opposing 
pitcher when they are pitching. I see this a lot and very often on an end court or if an adjacent court 
is empty, a pitcher is many feet in front of their opponent. 
TALKING OR MAKING NOISE when your opponent is pitching!!  It may not bother some pitchers but 
it may affect others. It may also be distractive to pitchers on other courts. 
 
I know there are many other issues, but these are a few of the more common ones. The argument 
that all these rules take the fun out of the game is not valid. All sports or games have rules and     
etiquette guidelines. For example, I would never talk while George Huntington is putting on the golf 
course. Guy Modde needs to concentrate when it’s his turn in cribbage. And we all know the Bears 
players can’t be in the neutral zone when playing the Vikings as was the case a few weeks ago. 
 
Respect your opponent and the game and it will enhance a well conducted tournament.   

Learn the Official score calling lingo: 

- No score 4 shoes call No score 

- 1 shoe in count  call 1 point 

- 2 shoes in count  call 2 points 

- 1 ringer  call 3 points 

- 1 ringer & 1 shoe in count  call 4 points 

- 2 ringers  call 6 points 

- 1 ringer each, no shoe in count  call ringer each, no score 

- 1 ringer each, 1 shoe in count call ringer each, 1 point 

- 3 ringers  call 3 ringers, 3 points 

- 4 ringers call 4 dead 



 

STATE TOURNAMENT CHECKLIST FOR HOST CLUBS  
 

  1.  A list of all motels, hotels, camping grounds sent to the Secretary by May 1st. 
  2.  A good PA system. 
  3.  Publishing a souvenir program is encouraged; get in touch with the Secretary for 
       information to include in the program. 
  4.  Shirts, hats or any other tournament related items are ordered or are available 
       through a concession person. 
  5.  A covered pavilion or tent for the people running the tournament. 
  6.  Food and drinks close to the tournament area are also available. 
  7.  Restroom facilities as close by as possible would be helpful. 
  8.  Make sure that at least the first shift of scorekeepers have been trained and are 
       at the courts well ahead of the starting time for the tournament each day. 
  9.  Phone or cell phone available for emergency use or ambulance standing by is 
       possible. 
10.  Name boards are required for all entries. 
11.  Grinder for illegal shoes. 
12.  Paint, shovels, water buckets, score boards and chairs for the scorekeepers. 
13.  Extra pencils, rubber bands, paper clips and staples. 
14.  Provide someone to do the National Anthem for opening ceremony (singer or     
       tape) 
15.  Provide someone to do the Invocation at opening ceremony. 
16.  Tables: 2 for NHPA Sales Rep, 2 for shirt sales rep, 3 tables for check-in &      
       awards. 
 

Hosting State Tournament 
 

Clubs or Towns wishing to Host the 2011 State Tournament shall make a presentation at the Annual 
Spring Meeting in March 2010. They will need a deposit of $500 payable at the Spring Meeting. If 
more than one club or town bids on the tournament the membership will vote on the site during the 
state tournament application collection. Only the loser of the bid will receive their money back.  
 
The site shall include a minimum of twenty (20) lighted courts of which at least eight (8) are provided 
with concrete pads for 30’ pitchers, equal in construction to those provided for 40’ pitchers. They 
must hold at least one (1) Sanctioned Tournament in the year they hold the State Tournament prior 
to the State Tournament. The Illinois State Single Tournament will be scheduled on Labor Day 
weekend. Host sites must abide by all ILSHPA rules and by-laws. Rain out for the State Tournament 
shall continue two weeks following the original date at the same site.  
 
The following is a suggested list of items that should be taken care of well in advance of the        
tournament. 



 

IMPORTANT ANNOUNCEMENT FROM THE NHPA COUNCIL:                                                           
September, 2009 

 

The NHPA Executive Council has unanimously voted to enact the following Playing Rules change, 
effective immediately. For the benefit of all members who may be affected, please copy/forward/mail 
this information to all Charter Officers, to all of your Tournament Directors and to your Charter  
members via  Charter club officers,  your Charter Newsletter,  your Charter Website, etc. 
 
The current Rule can be found in the RGS Book, pgs. 7-8, Rule 1 - PITCHING DIVISIONS; Section 
E - Elder Men (introductory information on eligibility). 
 
Currently reads: 
Section E ï Elder Men (become eligible to pitch in the Elders Division at any time during the  

calendar year that they become seventy (70) years old) 
  
Changed to: 
Section E ï Elder Men (become eligible to pitch in the Elders Division upon purchase of an NHPA 
card dated for the calendar year that they become seventy (70) years old) 
   
Related Information: Each year NHPA cards become available for purchase during October of the 
previous year. For example, you can buy your 2010 card during October of this year. One benefit to 
new members is that they can begin pitching in Fall Leagues and/or Tournaments without having to 
purchase both a 2009 and 2010 card.  
  
Here are some important reasons for the above Rules change, which applies to all Open Men who 
may choose to move into the Elders Division: 
1 - Under the "old" rule, any male pitcher who is eligible to "move up" into the Elders Division on 
January 1st of 2010 must begin the Fall/Winter pitching season at a distance of 40 feet for league 
and tournament play, through December 31st of this year. On January 1st he may then "move up", 
but must first re-qualify at this shorter distance, as per our existing rule. This re-
qualifying requirement and pitching distance change/transition is  difficult, and is 
also disruptive during a league season that may have started in the Fall and will continue into the 
new year. The new rule, which allows Elders to "move up" right after purchasing their 2010 card (and 
before most Winter leagues begin), will eliminate this problem. 
2 - The NHPA has received numerous concerns/complaints from first-year Elders who have not had 
sufficient time, after January 1, to get in the 4 sanctioned events that are required for entering the 
World Tournament. For this reason, some have not been able to enter the World Tournament 
for that first year. Meeting this requirement is especially difficult in some or our Northern  
Charters where severe weather/road conditions, during the Winter and early Spring months, may 
prevent travel to scheduled tournaments. Also, in some of the larger states, getting to a tournament 
may require very long driving distances. For these Elders, those 4+ months (January-mid May);    
allow a much smaller "window" of time than for the rest of us who have 12 months to get in our 4  
required events. This change will allow our Elders an additional 3 months (7+ months total) to get in 
their 4 required events for entering our World Tournament. 
3 - Why change the Rule now? According to our Bylaws, it would be 3 more years before a Rules 
change proposal such as this could be presented to our delegates for discussion and voting. This 
proposal should have been voted on this year, but it was not proposed by any of our members. Our 
Council does have the authority to initiate changes such as this; that are for the good and welfare of 
our members, and waiting 3 more years for this change just didn't make good sense to us. Although 
this change has been enacted by our unanimous Council vote, it may be overturned next year by a 
2/3 majority vote of the seated delegates at the 2010 NHPA Convention in Iowa. We can't imagine, 
however, why anyone would be opposed to this change.

You need 4 sanction tournaments 
to qualify for the World in Iowa the deadline is in May. You need 3 sanction tournaments to qualify 
for the State Tournament in Casey, IL in Sept. 2010. Don’t wait for the last minute to qualify the 
deadline for the State tournament is July 31, 2010.  
 
Tournament Directors just a reminder that if you want to advertise your tournaments you need to get 
them to me at least 2 to 3 months in advance. This way it will make it in the Court Reporter before 
going to the printer.  The cost for listing the ads are $30 for full page, $20 for ½ page,$15 for ¼ page 
and $10 for a business card per issue. The cost for just listing your ad with everyone else’s is $6. 
 
I want to thank the Tournament Directors and the League Directors for making sure that everyone 
has a membership card before pitching. I applaud you all for getting your tournaments and league 
reports to me in a timely matter so I can have them up to date with the NHPA great job.
