Hosting State Tournament 
 

Clubs or Towns wishing to Host the 2011 State Tournament shall make a presentation at the Annual 
Spring Meeting in March 2010. They will need a deposit of $500 payable at the Spring Meeting. If 
more than one club or town bids on the tournament the membership will vote on the site during the 
state tournament application collection. Only the loser of the bid will receive their money back.  
 
The site shall include a minimum of twenty (20) lighted courts of which at least eight (8) are provided 
with concrete pads for 30‘ pitchers, equal in construction to those provided for 40‘ pitchers. They 
must hold at least one (1) Sanctioned Tournament in the year they hold the State Tournament prior 
to the State Tournament. The Illinois State Single Tournament will be scheduled on Labor Day 
weekend. Host sites must abide by all ILSHPA rules and by-laws. Rain out for the State Tournament 
shall continue two weeks following the original date at the same site.  
 
The following is a suggested list of items that should be taken care of well in advance of the        
tournament. 

STATE TOURNAMENT CHECKLIST FOR HOST CLUBS 
 

  1.  A list of all motels, hotels, camping grounds sent to the Secretary by May 1st. 
  2.  A good PA system. 
  3.  Publishing a souvenir program is encouraged; get in touch with the Secretary for 
       information to include in the program. 
  4.  Shirts, hats or any other tournament related items are ordered or are available 
       through a concession person. 
  5.  A covered pavilion or tent for the people running the tournament. 
  6.  Food and drinks close to the tournament area are also available. 
  7.  Restroom facilities as close by as possible would be helpful. 
  8.  Make sure that at least the first shift of scorekeepers have been trained and are 
       at the courts well ahead of the starting time for the tournament each day. 
  9.  Phone or cell phone available for emergency use or ambulance standing by is 
       possible. 
10.  Name boards are required for all entries. 
11.  Grinder for illegal shoes. 
12.  Paint, shovels, water buckets, score boards and chairs for the scorekeepers. 
13.  Extra pencils, rubber bands, paper clips and staples. 
14.  Provide someone to do the National Anthem for opening ceremony (singer or     
       tape) 
15.  Provide someone to do the Invocation at opening ceremony. 
16.  Tables: 2 for NHPA Sales Rep, 2 for shirt sales rep, 3 tables for check-in &      
       awards.

¶ Nomination information should be detailed as possible (Example – years of service; what  
     office(s) held during which years; ringer percentage in local, state, national tournaments; other  
     Data. 
 

¶ The above guidelines should be followed as much as possible but should not be limit election to  
      the Hall of Fame if the committee finds some unusual circumstance to warrant such action.

Before you know it winter will be over and spring will be 
here. I have received over 200 applications already. Get your applications in early. Remember that 
before you pitch in any sanction league or sanction tournament you must be sanctioned. It is the  
responsibility of the Tournament Director or League Director to check everyone for a sanction card. 
If they don‘t have one make sure that they fill out an application so I get all the information I need. I 
had a few people that just sent me a check and no application it is important that you fill out an     
application. I really need birth dates, phone number, pitching distance and address so I make sure 
that I have updated information on you. If you just send a paper you need to include all of the items 
requested on the application. 
 
If you have changed your address, e-mail or name you need to get in touch with me so I can make 
the correction. If you are still receiving the Court Reporter in the mail and you moved and didn‘t    
notify me I get charged from the Post Office another fee on return mail. That is unnecessary         
expense for the Association to pay because I was not notify of an address change. 
 
Don‘t forget to get your tournaments done early if you are planning on attending the World         
Tournament, you need 4 sanction tournaments to qualify for the World Tournament in Cedar Rapids, 
Iowa. I don‘t have the date for the deadline yet for the World Tournament but it is usually the middle 
of May. Also, if you are planning on attending the State Tournament in Casey the deadline will be 
July 31st, you need 3 sanction tournaments to qualify. Last year we had over 90 sanction             
tournaments held in Illinois. Most of the tournaments start in May and it should be easy to qualify for 
the State Tournament. Don‘t wait for the last minute to get your tournaments in you never know if a  
tournament will be cancelled because of rain. Once again I will be putting the application for the 
State Tournament in the May issue of the Court Reporter. This way anyone attending the World 
Tournament you have plenty of time to send your application in before you leave for World so you 
don‘t miss the deadline date. 
 
If you have a computer you can go on-line to see the Court Reporter at www.ilshpa.com click on   
reports and pick which issue you would like to view. If you are interested in saving the Association 
money on printing and postage for the Court Reporter you can notify me at ilshpa@comcast.net or 
call me at (815) 726-4907 to take you off the mailing list and I will send an e-mail out to everyone 
stating that the Court Reporter is done and you will see it before anyone else. It almost takes 2 
weeks before you receive it in the mail when we are done with it because of printing and mailing. I 
have 200 members that our saving money for the Association but we have over 500 members I 
would love to see more pitcher‘s take advantage of this. With rising cost of postage and printing this 
is a way that we are trying to keep the ILSHPA dues down without increasing our fees and saving 
you money. 
 
I hope to see everyone at the State Meeting on March 28th at 1:00 PM. Remember this is were you 
as members have the right to speak on any issue you may have or changes you feel need to be 
made to the ILSHPA. I hear from members when I am at tournaments about complaints but I never 
see them come to the yearly meeting to bring up the issue‘s so come out and be heard.
