By this time most everyone knows the 2009 World Tournament is the 7th largest ever, with 1,330  
entries.  Of these, 271 are from Illinois, undoubtedly the most ever from our charter.  Illinois  also 
boasts both the youngest and oldest tournament participants; Keith Jones from Springfield age 6 
and Mr. Don Boyer of Martinsville is 92 years young and still pitching 40ô.  (And I can tell you from 
experience Mr. Boyer is a fierce competitor who will put a smack down on you!!)   
 
Many of the Illinois pitchers are entering their first World.  In many aspects, it is just like any other; 
throw ringers and you will win.  But donôt be fooled; the atmosphere is unique and one of a kind for 
horseshoe pitchers.  Pitchers from 46 states and Canada will be vying for class titles and the right to 
call themselves World Champion.  Hereôs hoping we can keep many of those trophies right here in 
Illinois. 
 
A few things to remember; pitchers must check in one hour before their scheduled pitching time.  
Shoes must be checked (itôs a good idea to have two pair), there will be group pictures for each 
class, shirts will be verified that they meet requirements (name and state on the back with at least 
one inch letters), pick up sticks will be checked.  All these operations take time and can best be  
described as organized chaos.   
 
As you play your games, keep in mind that we are hosting the premiere tournament for 2009.  Be 
courteous, stand at least two feet behind your opponent when they are pitching; short distance  
pitchers next to full distance pitchers are required to return to the 40 foot platform.  Use the  
recommended method when calling the score.  The Horseshoe world is watching us; letôs give them 
the best World Tournament ever. 
 
There is no admission charge for spectators at the World Tournament, so encourage friends and 
family to come watch as often as they can.  Concessions will be available at all times, shirts and 
other souvenirs, 50/50 drawings are a part of this event.   
 
Scorekeepers and judges will be needed for all games.  There will be 48 games pitched in each  
session.  Advance sign up sheets for score keepers will be available but when score keepers are 
needed, take a chair.  The NHPA officials should not have to beg for score keepers.  We all know 
how to do it ï volunteer and keep the Tournament moving.   
 
There will be tasks to do throughout the Tournament; registration desk, selling 50/50 tickets,  
directing pitchers and spectators to the correct locations, filling water buckets, and others.  If you can 
help during a session, please let us know and we will find a job for you. 
 
Parking is FREE for all World Tournament entrants in the ramp next to the President Abraham  
Lincoln Hotel.  Park here when you arrive and get your parking pass when you check in; the         
volunteers who help with set up and tear down will also get free parking.

¶ Must been an ILSHPA member for at least 10 years. 
 
¶ Must have courteous, positive minded, example of good sportsmanship, dedicated time  
      involvement in the promotion of horseshoe pitching. 
 
¶ Nominations are for 1 year only. If not elected, the person will have to be re-nominated.  
     Re-nominations can be done simply by calling or a letter to the Chairman of the Hall of Fame  
     Committee to consider the nominee again. 
 

¶ Up to 2 inductees each year. 
 

¶ Excelled as a pitcher in the state competition or noted longevity in years of pitching. 
 

¶ Nomination information should be detailed as possible (Example ï years of service; what  
     office(s) held during which years; ringer percentage in local, state, national tournaments; other  
     Data. 
 

¶ The above guidelines should be followed as much as possible but should not be limit election to  
      the Hall of Fame if the committee finds some unusual circumstance to warrant such action. 
 

¶ Nominations must be in by July 15th each year.
