2009 World Tournament News - Springfield lllinois in 2009

The World Tournament is fast approaching - by the time this Court Reporter reaches you the entry
deadline will have come and gone. We have received orders for over 60 shirts from lllinois pitchers
and are expecting more. This is a great statement by lllinois pitchers on how proud we all are that
the 100™ World Tournament is being held in our state. There is still ime to order your shirt; we want
a sea of orange at each pitching session!!

The set-up process will start at 8:00 A.M. on July 22 at the Prairie Capital Convention Center. The
drawing to place the 50 courts on the Convention Center floor was designed by Stuart Sipma, NHPA
5" Vice President. Chalk lines will mark where the pitching mats will be located.

Unloading the NHPA trailer is the biggest task. The mats are stored flat in the trailer to make sure

there are no wrinkles on the pitching surface. Getting the mats off the truck will require that they be

rolled up in the truck, put on a pallet, taken to the pitching area, unrolled, and placed according to

the chalk lines. While one crew is unloading the mats, another will be assembling the portable pits.

Welcome bags, for each entrant, containing
maps of Springfield and the surrounding area, coupons for local merchants, and other information of
interest to our guests will need to be assembled. A lot of hands will make this go faster.

And when the Tournament is over, we will have to empty the mud from the boxes, take everything

down and pack the trailer for the trip to Cedar Rapids by the Monday morning after the Tournament.

A lot of work goes into the set up and tear down process, not to mention the daily needs while the
pitching competition is happening. When you are
