At the 2008 State tournament, | and the other officers received many complaints. Some of these
were: shifts starting late, lack of scorekeepers, scorekeeper mistakes, no one at check-in table,
fouling, smoking on the courts, and moving games to other courts.

Situations such as fouling and smoking were easily handled by the officers, and the pitchers
involved complied.

Most of the other complaints are interrelated. All 1% shift classes each day started late! Why? We
could not get scorekeeper chairs filled. Shelbyville was unable to come up with the scorekeeping
help that was pledged, as well as judging help. Thankfully, some scorekeepers worked much
overtime and we found a few to help the officers with judging. On several occasions, 4 state
officers, Wayne Davis, Larry Long, Fred Morel, and | were all keeping score at the same time. There

was not one shift in which we didndédt have to beg
Poorly run tournament! The same officers were running this state tournament as well as those the
past few years. You candt check people in when

hot. The clay needed to be worked more. And, apparently, some pitchers took long breaks and
started games when others in their class were about finished. Some left the courts thinking they
were done when they had 1 game left. We also had 52 more entries this year than last year. Some
of the pitchers complaining about scorekeepers and the late shifts never kept score any games
themselves.

More ILSHPA help in scorekeeping could have put the officers in more of a position to monitor the
tournament, check people in, start play off games sooner, etc, and you get the idea.
