World Tournament Questions
Answers by Bill Marvin

Several questions have been raised concerning the 2009 World Tournament to be held in Springfield July 2€
through August 8. For those who have never been to the WT, let me assure you that the stakes will be 40 fe
apart and ringers will count 3 points. There will be a lot more people in attendance, but all the other rules wil
be the same. Here are a few of the most Frequently Asked Question; if there are any other issues that are
unclear, do not hesitate to contact me for information.

How do | qualify?

Adults need to have 4 sanctioned events between May 17, 2008 and May17, 2009 while Juniors need only c
event in those time frames. A sanctioned event is either a sanctioned tournament or sanctioned league. Th
is plenty of time to get these for, and most people have two or three already. Check NATSTATS to be sure
you have enough events to qualify. I f you donoét
you can enter. If there are none in your area, contact Dave Shreve and find out how to run your own.

My ringer percentage is very low; will there be class for me?

Most classes for all pitchers are 16 pitchers. In almost every instance, the difference in percentages from toj
to bottom of each class is less than 2 per cent, less than one ringer per game in the 40 shoe format that will |
used. Since classes are so even, anyone has a chance at being a World Class Champion. There is no suct
thing as your average being to low; there will b
pitchers all have a place at the World Tournament.

How do | enter the World Tournament?

The entry form will be printed in the NEWSLINE (the official publication of the NHPA), will appear on the
NHPA home page (horseshoepitching.com), and will be printed in the lllinois COURT REPORTER. The
entry fee and address where to mail the form will be included, along with qualifying information.

When will | pitch?

Pitching times depend on the number of entries in the WT. Except for the Championship Classes, 16 persor
classes pitch 5 games a day for 3 days. For example, some classes will pitch Monday, Tuesday and
Wednesday of the first week, some will pitch Thursday, Friday and Saturday of the first week while others wi
pitch Monday, Tuesday and Wednesday of the second week. The Tournament schedule is determined by tf
National Horseshoe Pitchers Association after the tournament entries are received. As a rule, only the Adult
Championship classes pitch the last three days of the second week. The pitching schedule will be mailed to
you in early June to confirm your pitching times.
