Passed away on June 29th at the age of 87. He was a member of the NHPA for 54 years. Was  
inducted into the ILSHPA Hall of Fame in 2000. Horseshoes was his favorite sport even though he 
played softball, baseball, and bowling. He participated in many State and World Horseshoe  
Tournaments. Along with his wife Lorraine they competed in the United States Senior Olympics and 
achieved a gold medal in 1989 in St. Louis for horseshoes. He lived in Elgin and participated in  
hundreds of tournaments and had a competitive streak that was in contrast with his laid back  
demeanor. Charlie Webb stated that Booty never rushed anything, especially his throws he would 
turn his shoes slowly, like they were suspended in air, and then heôd drop them smack onto the peg.  
He entered his first horseshoe competition in 1942 at the National Amateur Athletic Union  
Tournament in Newport, KY and took third place in doubles and 10th place in singles. That same 
year, he and a partner set a World record by achieving 4,326 ringers in 16 hours of consecutive 
horseshoe playing at Wing Park in Elgin. They played until they could barely stand, but beat the old 
record of 4,103 ringers.
